-iNada! Aqui esta su citato-
rio y aviso de infraccion. Detenga
la obra.

-“Pero mi compadre me dijo
que no necesitaba permiso para
tan pequefia adicion.”

Entonces ;Qué puede hacerme
el Departamento de Reglamenta-
cion?

Si el Ayuntamiento de Stockton
le expide un Aviso de Infraccion, la
multa es doble del costo del permiso
de construccion para esa particular adicion
o remodelacion. En caso de no obtener el
permiso de la Ciudad, se le obligard a
demoler la adicion y si la estructura pone
en riesgo la ocupacion de la vivienda,
tendréa que desalojar hasta que el trabajo
sea corregido o demolido.

Si es citado por un funcionario del
Condado de San Joaquin, tendra treinta
dias para obtener satisfactoriamente su
permiso. En caso contrario, el Aboga-
do de Distrito impondra cargos en su
contra, lo que significa que tendra que
visitar al juzgado. De ser encontra-
do culpable, usted sera responsable
de pagar las multas y los costos del
Tribunal. Ademas de que tendra que
demoler la adicion y tener los planos
preparados y aprobados junto con su
permiso de construccion.

any people have the
dream and desire to
construct a new home

or business, perhaps an addition to
their home or perhaps a remodel to
their commercial building. Because
they have immigrated to the
United States they bring with them
the regulations or lack of regula-
tions for expanding their home or
commercial properties. Because
of this lack of knowledge for the
proper procedures for additions,
they take their savings, buy some
construction materials and start their
new project.

All of a sudden this code en-
forcement officer shows up and asks
for the plans and building permit.
What plans? What permits? I need a
permit to extend my own home? It’s
my house...I can do anything I
want with it. It’s mine! Boom...
here’s the citation and Notice of
Violation. Stop all work. “But my
compadre said I don’t need a permit
for such a small addition.”

department do to me? If the City of Stockton
department writes you a Notice of Violation the
fine is two times the cost of the building permit
for that particular addition or remodel. Failure
to comply with the necessary steps to obtain the
permit the City will require you to demolish the
addition. If the structure is deemed to be a danger
for occupancy code enforcement will have you
evicted until the work is corrected or demolished.
If San Joaquin County code enforcement officers
cite you, you have thirty days to comply with
obtaining a permit. Failure to do so will allow
for the District Attorney to file charges against
you, which means you are definitely going to
Court. When you are found guilty you will be
responsible for paying the fines plus the Court
costs. Then, you must demolish your addition or
have plans prepared and approved with a building

permit.

DREAM Act:
legalization
must wait

Undocumented immigrants’
rights advocates conceded this
week that the path to legalization
through education will have to
wait until next year..

On March 26, 2009, the De-
velopment, Relief and Education
for Alien Minors (DREAM) Act
was introduced in U.S. Congress
to provide conditional lawful
residence to any undocumented
student who pursues a two or
four-year college degree, or join
the military for at least two years,
paving the way for permanent
residence if he or she succeeds
within six years. Because of the
Healthcare Reform debate that is
still being debated in Congress,
legislators will tackle neither
Immigration Reform nor this
particular issue until 2010.
